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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this descriptive research was to compare the hope of abused
children and non abused children. The samples were 120 children between 6 — 12
years old who live in Chiang Mai. The samples were selected by purposive sampling
method. The samples composed of two groups, namely, 60 abused children and 60 non
abused children.

The research materials were (1) general information questionnaire ; (2) abused
history questionnaire and (3) Hope scale.

The result of the study was found that the research hypothesis was accepted,

that is, the Hope Scores of Abused and non — Abused Children were significantly

different (t = - 7.715, p < .01). The mean of Hope Scores in Abused Children

( X =22.33, SD = 1.71) were lower than the mean of Hope Scores in non — Abused

Children ( X =25.28, SD = 2.42).
