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Abstract

The purpose of this study is to investigate the relationship between family practice
and attitudes towards students” moral behavior, on one hand, and between the faculty of family
practice predictability and attitudes towards moral behavior of 225 students of Mathayom Sueksa
5 students of Lampang Kalayani School, Lampang city, on the other. The elicitation tools used in
this study are family practice scale, attitude scale and students’ moral behavior scale. Data
analysis is conducted by using frequency distribution, means, standard deviation, Pearson
correlation and Stepwise Multi Variable Regression Analysis. The results show that:

1. ‘Family practice perceived by the students is positively associated with moral behavior
of the students (p < 0.01). Family practices in terms of emotional bonding and behavior

control are also positively associated with moral behavior of the students (p < 0.01).



In addition, family practice in terms of emotional reaction is positively associated with
moral behavior of the student-s {p <0.05).

Attitude of the students is positively associated with moral behavior of the students
(p <0.01). Attitudes of the students in terms of morality, privacy, family, society,
identity, self-satisfaction and outward behavior are also positively associated with
meoral behavior of the students (p <0.01). In addition, attitude of the students in terms
of physique is positively associated with moral behavior of the students (p <0.05).

The Stepwise Regression model can predict students’ behaviors significantly
(p <0.05). The results of the study show that family practice in terms of behavior
control, personal attitudes and overall attitudes are the predictors of moral behavior of
the students in the same direction. However, attitudes in terms of self-comment and

family are predictors of moral behavior of the students in the opposite direction.
