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Abstract

This Independent study aims at comparing the self-concept, social anxiety,
and intention of drug abstinence between drug addicts who had received the treatment
in the detoxification stage and the rehabilitation stage. The subjects were 160 who
were drug addicts in-patients at Chiang Mai Drugs Dependence Treatment Centre.
They were separated to 80 addicts treated in detoxification stage and 80 addicts
treated in rehabilitation stage. All of them were selected by stratified sampling on
voluntary basis. This is a cross-sectional survey research. Tools used in data
collection were questionnaires in the general information and drug-use behavior, self
concept scale, the social anxiety scale, the and the drug-abstinence determination
scale. The hypothesis was tested by t-test.

The results showed that 1) the drug addicts in the rehabilitation stage have higher
self-concept and drug-abstinence scores than the drug addicts in the detoxification stage at
the .001 level. 2) The drug addicts in the rehabilitation stage have a significant lower social
anxiety score than the drug addicts in the detoxification stage at .001 level.
