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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this correlational research were to study the relationship among
self-concept, social support and aggressive behaviors of vocational students and to identify
predictors of aggressive behaviors of vocational students.

The population in this research were 363 vocational students who studied in the
vocational certificate level and high vocational certificate level in a vocational school in
Chiang Mai province, in the academic year 2007. The four measuring instruments used in this
research were : A Demographic Questionnaire, The Tennessee Self-Concept Scale, The Personal
Resource Questionnaire part 2 and the Aggressive Behaviors Scale. The data was analyzed by
descriptive statistics, Pearson’s product moment correlation coefficient and multiple regression
analysis.

The results revealed that self-concept positively correlated with social support at .01
level of significant (r = .476). Self-Concept negatively correlated with aggressive behaviors at .01

level of significant (r = -.384). Social support negatively correlated with aggressive behaviors



at .05 level of significant (r = -.113). And aggressive behaviors could be predicted by

self-concept at .001 level of significant (r =-.384).
