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Abstract

The study of Communication Competence for the Dissemination of Buddhism Among
Highland Ethnic Groups of the Volunteer Graduate Monks Working for Hill Tribe Development
Project aims to analyze the communication competence of the in working for hill tribe
development project and to study the role of Volunteer Graduate Monks in Dissemination of
Buddhism to the Highland Ethnic Groups. This study has been collected data by using qualitative
research methodology by selecting 3 experienced Volunteer Graduate Monks, who has been
working as a volunteer more than three years, to find out the communication competence and
their role in dissemination of Buddhism to the highland ethnic groups efficiently.

It is found that the communication competence of the Volunteer Graduated Monks
consisted of knowledge and tactic of communication skill in Buddhist dissemination. In
knowledge aspect, it is found that the Volunteer Graduated Monks had been using their
knowledge in determining the communication objectives, analyzing the target receivers, acquiring
information and understanding the context of the community and the present situation of the
community. In tactic communication skill, it is also found that the Volunteer Graduated Monks

had been using the selective process in selecting of Buddhist content, which would be appropriate



to the target receivers and selecting the appropriate media to complete the objectives of
communication.

In this study of a role of the Volunteer Graduated Monks in dissemination of Buddhism
to the highland ethnic groups, data had been analyzed and categorized into two roles as key role
and supporting role. In the key role, the Volunteer Graduated Monks acted as the key person in
dissemination of Buddhism, the key religious person in the community in supporting people’s
moral and intelligence. As in the supporting role, the Volunteer Graduated Monks acted as the
person, who using dharmic principle along with activity of community development such as the
opinion leaders, social-welfare workers, teachers, environment conservative influencer and

cultural and working cooperator.
