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Abstract

The research project examined the usages and the gratifications of the blind students in
Chiang Mai School for the Blind under Royal Patronage in order to compare the usages and the
gratifications of the students using Audio Book, Embossed Texts and Braille by levels of
education. The sample groups of this research were 12 blind and students, 7 teachers and school
directors, obtained by Nonprobability sampling and Purposive sampling. The research
instruments were questionnaire and interview. The data was analyzed using mean, frequency and
standard deviation.

The result of the research revealed that the blind students used both Audio book and
Embossed Texts for the entertainment the most while the identification of the individual was the
least usage. Braille was mostly used for social integration and social interaction, while the
entertainment was the least function for Braille. The research also revealed that the students were
highly gratified with Audio book whereas the Embossed Texts and Braille are moderate

gratifying.
