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ABSTRACT

Abused female adolescents are at high risk for mental health problem. Sense of
Coherence is one of important factors for coping with stress. The focus of this
descriptive study was to examine the sense of coherence in abused female adolescents.
The population of this study consisted of 57 abused female adolescents who received
sustenance and rehabilitation in the South of Thailand Protection and Occupation
Development Centre. Data collection was conducted during February to April, 2004, using
a questionnaire consisting of two parts: The personal data profile and the Antonovsky's
Sense of Coherence Scale (1987) modified by Khanokpomm Sucomvang (1997). The
reliability coefficient obtained by Cronbach's alpha method was 0.81. Data were analyzed
by using descriptive statistics.

The results revealed that 50.88 percent of the abused female adolescents
reported their score of sense of coherence higher than a mean score of the population
(n=123.40, o= 8.75). According to each component of the sense of coherence, 57.89%
showed low of manageability component, 54.39% showed low level of comprehensibility

component and 54.39% high level of meaningfulness component.



The result of this study can serve as a basic information for strengthen and
develop sense of coherence of abused female adolescents, especially manageability and
comprehensibility component. This is anticipated to suitable cope, to prevent mental health

problem and to enhance their mental health.
