ABSTRACT

Urgent illness or trauma are major problems which affect a patient suffering
physically, psycho-socially and spiritually and require assessment, diagnosis and treatment to
reduce major problem and increase survival at the emergency room in Hospital. The purpose of
this study was to investigate needs of patients in the emergency room of Sawankalok Hospital,
Sukhothai Province. The samples were 120 cases of patients with problems in the respiratory
system, cardiovascular system, gastrointestinal system and patient with accidental trauma at the
emergency room in Sawankalok Hospital, Sukhothai Province. Data was collected from July to
December 2004. The instruments used for data collection were composed of the patient’s
demographic data forms, patient’s diagnosis and treatment forms, and patient’s needs interview
forms which were developed by the researcher based on the concepts of human needs by Yura
and Walsh and other related literature. The content validity of the instruments were assessed by
experts, the content validity index was 0.87. The reliability was measured by coefficient alpha,
the overall needs of patients was 0.80. The survival needs was 0.71, closeness needs was 0.71,
and freedom needs was 0.70. Data was analyzed by descriptive statistics of percentage, minimum
level, maximum level, mean and standard deviation.

The results of this study revealed that:

1. Overall needs of most patients attending the emergency room were at a high
level. When considering each needs the survival needs was at a high level, freedom needs and
closeness needs were ata moderate level.

2. Overall needs of patients with respiratory problems attending the emergency
room was at a moderate level. When considering each needs the survival needs was at a high
level, freedom needs and closeness needs were at a moderate level.

3. Overall needs of patients with cardiovascular problems attending the emergency
room was at a high level. When considering each needs the survival needs, closeness needs and
freedom needs were at a high level.

4. Overall needs of patients with gastrointestinal problems attending the emergency
room was at a moderate level. When considering each needs the survival needs was at a high
level, closeness needs and freedom needs were ata moderate level.

5. Overall needs of patients with accidental trauma problems attending the
emergency room was at a moderate level. When considering each needs the survival needs was
at a high level, freedom needs and closeness needs were at a moderate level.

These results could be used as the data of patient’s needs attending the emergency
room for nursing staffs and nursing administrators to plan and organize the service effectively

responding to patients needs in the emergency room.
