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ABSTRACT

Psychiatric rehabilitation is the activity that helps persons with psychotic disorder to
cope with normal life in society. The purpose of this descriptive research was to examine the
practices of psychiatric rehabilitation for persons with psychotic disorder. The study sample
consisted of 226 public health personnel working in Chiang Mai province. Data collection was
conducted during August to September 2006. The instruments used in this study was a
questionnaire, comprised demographic data profile, the practices of psychiatric rehabilitation for
person with psychotic disorder among public health personnel. The questionnaire was developed
by the researcher based on the concept of psychiatric rehabilitation for psychotic disorder from
the Department of Mental Health, Ministry of Public Health (2005). The content validity index of
the instrument was .86 and Kuder-Richardson Formula 21 reliability was .82. Data were
analyzed by descriptive statistics.

The results of this study revealed that psychiatric rehabilitation activities for
psychotic disorder on health education, caring for persons with psychotic disorder among the
family and community was the highest (92.50%), and rehabilitation for substance abuse patients

by Matrix Program was the lowest (53.50%).



The results of this study, therefore, are useful for performance enhancement among
public health personnel in caring for psychiatric patients, especially the psychiatric rehabilitation

by Matrix Program.
