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ABSTRACT

Patients receive operation in operating room need special nursing care, therefore
perioperative nurses are necessary to have appropriate competencies in providing nursing care to
these group of patients. The purpose of this descriptive study was to study competencies of
perioperative nurses in Uttaradit hospital as perceived by the head nurse, one self and their
colleagues. The subjects were 29 perioperative nurses who worked at Uttaradit hospital for more
than one year. The instrument used in this study was perioperaﬁve nurses’ competency
questionnaire developed by the investigator base don the concej:ttiél framework of the Nation
Health Service Education for Scotland (2002) and Mutita Rattanapak (2001). The content validity
index of this instrument was .83 and the test-Tetest reliability of instrument appraised by the head
nurse, perioperative nurses, and their colleagues were .95, .81 and .89 respectively. Data were
analyzed by descriptive statistics.

The results of the study found that the competencies of perioperative nurses in Uttaradit
hospital as perceived by the head nurse was at a relatively high level (L=293, O=042). The
perioperative nurses competency as perceived by one self and their colleagues were at a high level
(L= 3.54, G=0.25; 4= 3.51, G=0.26 respectively). The nurse administrators could use the resulis

of this study as a database to improve the competencies of perioperative nurses in the future,
