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ABSTRACT

Suicide is a major public health problem in Thailand. Therefore, the Department of
Mental Health had set policy to assist in the prevention of repeated suicides. To decrease
attempted and committed suicide, the hospital needs to set up a service for these persons who are
admitted into hospital to prevent repeated suicide attempts. Nurses are frontline provider team and
take the important role in caring for them. Nursing care for suicide attempted persons can follow
the nursing process to cover physical, spiritual, psycho and social, aspects of care.

The purpose of this study was to examine the nursing practices for persons who
attempted suicide and were hospitalized in Banthi hospital, Lamphun province. The samples
consisted of 15 nurses who worked at the inpatient ward. The study instrument was a
questionnaire consisting of the personal data, the nursing practices for suicide attempted persons,
and problems and obstacles. The questionnaire was developed by the researcher through reviewed
literature. The content validity index (CVI) of the questionnaire was .99, and the test-retest
method was use for reliability by Pearsons product moment correlation, which was .82. The
statistical methods used for data analysis were frequency, percentage, mean and standard

deviation. The results of study are as follows:



The overall mean score of nursing practices for suicide attempted persons following
the Nursing Process was at a moderate level. The problems and obstacles found that; nurses had
not enough time to care for the suicide attempted persons, inadequate knowledge, skills and
experiences for caring, variety of treatment among physicians, no adherence from some patients
and family, and no formal counseling room.

The results of this study could be used as preliminary data for enhancing knowledge

and skills of nurses for caring suicide attempted persons at inpatient ward effectively.
