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ABSTRACT

Collaboration for nursing students’ clinical practice, as perceived by nursing faculties
and professional nurses, are activities to increase the quality of outcomes and successful clinical
practice of nursing students. The purpose of this descriptive study was to study the collaboration
for clinical practice of nursing students from the Praboromarajchanok Institute in the northern
regions of Thailand as perceived by nursing faculties and professional nurses. The sample size
included 243 nurses. The instrument used for data collection included was a questionnaire on
collaboration for clinical practice of nursing students as perceived by nursing faculties and
professional nurses, developed by the researcher with Pongsri Keitlertnapha and Areewan
Klunklin according to the conceptual framework of Schober & MacKay (2004). The
questionnaire was tested for content validity by a panel of experts, and content validity index at
.90, reliabilities were tested by Cronbach’s alpha coefficient and were .88 and .98, respectively.
Data were analyzed using descriptive statistics and independent t-test.

Results of this study indicated that:

1. Collaboration for clinical practice of nursing students as perceived by nursing

faculties and professional nurses were at the high level.



2. Collaboration for clinical practice of nursing students as perceived by nursing
faculties and professional nurses was significant (t = 2.81, p < .05).

3. Barriers to collaboration for clinical practice of nursing students as perceived by
nursing faculties and professional nurses included: Difference method for clinical practice, lack of
evaluation of clinical practice, lack of clear accountability for coordination, lack of planning for
clinical practice of nursing and, difference in environment from the institute.

The findings suggest that nursing directors of nursing colleges and hospitals should
support and encourage nursing Faculties and Professional nurses to have collaboration for clinical

practice of nursing students.
