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ABSTRACT 

 

Promoting the cervical cancer screening is crucial to decrease morbidity and mortality 

from cervical cancer among women. This developmental study aimed to develop the practice 

guideline for promoting the cervical cancer screening among women at Mae Ai hospital, Mae Ai 

district, Chiang Mai province. The practice guideline was developed using the framework of the 

clinical practice guideline development established by the National Health and Medical Research 

Council (NHMRC) in 1999. Subjects were recruited using purposive sampling: 12 practice 

guideline developers including physicians, nurses, public health volunteers, and women who 

worked for cervical cancer prevention and control; and 5 practice guideline users who were 

nurses working for the cervical cancer at Mae Ai hospital. The study was conducted during 

December 2009 to December 2010. Data were collected using the questionnaire on feasibility in 

implementing the guideline and were analyzed using descriptive statistics. 

Results of this study found that the practice guideline for promoting cervical cancer 

screening among women, Mae Ai hospital Chiang Mai province composed of 24 recommendations 

categorized as 3 domains including: 1) the provision of cervical cancer knowledge, 2) the 
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encouragement of community support, and 3) the provision of cervical cancer screening services. 

Regarding the feasibility of the guideline implementation, all guideline users rated at a high level 

for the practice guidelines’ appropriateness of use, effectiveness, and the potential for use in the 

department. Three of five guideline users in this study rated that the practice guideline 

recommendations were easy to use and to follow at a high level. Four of them also rated at a high 

level on the practice guidelines’ clarity, and cost and resources (manpower, time, budget) saving. 

From the results of this study, the researcher suggests the implementation of this 

practice guideline in the department and the evaluation of its effectiveness for quality 

development of the cervical cancer screening among women, Mae Ai hospital, Mae Ai district, 

Chiang Mai province.
