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ABSTRACT

This study has 2 main objectives; firstly, to learn
about general characteristics of the way of life of hmong hilltribe
at Ban Maew Mai, Amphoe Muang Tak, Changwat Tak , and secondly, to

analyse factors which affect political‘participation of Hmong hilltribe.

Methodology of the study is based on data which are collected
from personal Interviews of selected samples that are divided .into
3 groups with total number of 30 re;pondents. The first group of
respondents comprises of 10 government officials, the second group
éomprises of 10 local leaders and the third groué comprises of 10
people from all walks of life. 1In additiom, this study also uses
data from documentary research including data from close abservation

technique.



~ The study’s findings can ve summarized as follow:

' 1. The way of life of Hmong Hilltribe at Ban Haew
Mai, Amphoe Muang Tak, Changwat Tak, has social conditions
which are not so different from the way of life of other
hilltribes. It is found that general'chara.cterist.ics of the
way of life are similar in terms that there is coherency . in ‘
living in groups or clusters, most of the hilltribes have
low level of education with the exception of few of them who
are well educated and have participation and contrilbuation in
modernizing their willages. Most of the respondents have
agricultural occupation. As for the political aspect, this
H!hong hilltribe has high level of political consciousness
which is evidently seen in the previous general election of
members of House of tepresentatives on March 22, 1892.

2. Factors which affect the levels of political_
participation of Hmong hilltrive at Ban. Maew Mai,
particulary as expressed on the election day of members of
House of Representatives, on March 22, 1992 are as follow:

- 2.1 expressed in the form of launching
- various public relations programs
2.2 participated in political campaigns of
N the candidat.es and of political parties.
2.3 in setting up the defense systein of the
villages by using the clustered peace
keeping clustered system. - .
2.4 by keeping in close contact with various.
mass media.
2.5 launching campaigns to disseminate
knowledge of democratic sysﬁem in
practical manners. :



2.6 Hmong leaders have characteristics in
being 1local leaders, both in terms of
legal leaders and natural leaders. '

2.7 by setting up t.hé democratic knowledge
dissemination projects at village level.
