Date were collected from government gdministrators et
the sadministrateors' monthly meeting ip Phayao and Chisngrai Pro-
vinces and from S0 prostitutes who hed ssked for sdvice 8t the
Phayao end Chiengrsi Provincial Public Health offices.

The findings were a&s follow 3

1. Socisl fectors - value sand consumerism; economic

factors - poverty and incomey -~ and political factors - the



policy of government toward the “Business" of prostitution and
the role of government official caused women to hecome prostitutes.

2. The roles of the government officisls in both
provinces both in policy and its implementation are similar.
However, the implementation of +this policy may be based on
individusl government nfficials; Although the government said
that +the problems of prestitution are very important, there is
no department responsihle for solving these problems. The
insufficient budget end the preveiling attitudeof officiels slow
down +the solution for the problems of prostitution. Thus, the
solution is done Eradually rether then urgently.

'3, The covernment officisls solved the problems of
prostitution in their cwn provinces by ¢ disseminating
information, knowledge, 8nd education to the children in their
grea § promobing vocetionel treining in order to raise income i
instructing +the children to chserve good moral values; promobing
health care 8nd preventing disesses i prevent ing deception,
compulsien and ruthless, ill-trestment and exploitation. However,

their work hes heen mostly based oun customaryprocedure.
Therefore, if the government 1{is mnot serious sbout trying to
solve +these gproblems, prostitution will remein a severe problen

in the future.
