court”.

The best format of administrative court must
be @ separated organ from Judicial and executive
branches i order to have full advtornomy in deciding

cases.

The efforts to establish and administration
court in Thailand have encountered many obstacles,
hamely, the bureaucratic polity which is governing

under the influences of the civil servants. The set up



of an administration court has been opposed by Thail
civil servants who seek corruption from the uses of

state power which are under their control.

Thus there is an urgency to initiate the set
up of an administration couwrt in Thailland. The main
objectives are to control the uses of state power and
develop Thail public laws to stimulate Thai c¢itizens to
be aware of their rights and duties toward society in

order: to live under the protection of the rule of law.
