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Abstract

The purposes of the study of "The Decision in Using
Firearms of +the Patrol Police in Muang District Chiang Mai
Province : A Case Study of Using Force in Keeping Law and Order
of the Mae Ping Police Station" are to know how the patrol police

make their decisions in using firearns, what factors cause the



influence upon the decision in using firearms, and are there
obther conditions or reasons in their relations. This study was
done on the target group of 68 policemen in the division of
prevention supression force at the Mae Ping Police Station, working
as patrolmen with rank from police senior sergeant major to
police constable. The method of the study was done by the
distribution -of questionnaires that consistedr of 23 questions,
dividing into 2 parts. First paft consisted of - 8 questions
related to basic data of population group. Second part was about.
supposed situation with 15 questions, grouping into 3 situations ¢
under certain situation, under uncertain situation, and under
risk s=situation. The benefit of this study is to use the findings
in the application of selting up the measures on crime prevention
and suppression. In addition, it would gain scientific knowledge,
especially the problems related to the decision making in using
firearms of Police Organization which appears +to 5e inadequate.
Together with this fact, the reorganization of Palice Department
structure in 1993, undoubtedly has effected wvarious laid-out
divisions.

The findings have shown that age, tenure period,
mmber of dependent persons, and additional training in patrol
work are corrolated to the decision making of the patrol police
of the Mae Ping Police Station whom we used as our target group.

That is to =ay =




1. Under certain situation, age is corrolated to the
decision-making in gun firing, statistically significant at 0.05
level.

2. Under risk situation, tenure period is corrolated
.0 the decision-making in using firearms as threat, statistically
significant at 0.05 level.

3. Under certain situation,‘ mumber of  dependent
persons is corrolated to the decision—making in using firearms as
threat., statistically significant at 0.05 level.

4, Under uncertain situation, nunber of dependent
persons is corrolated to the decision-making in using firearms as
threat, statistically significant at 0.05 level.

4. Under uncertain situation, additional training in
patrol work is corrolated to the decision-making in using

firearms as threat, statistically significant at 0.08 level.

Other interesting independent variables, such as
experiences in patrol work, education and marital status, are not
proved +to have any corrolation to the decision-making in using
firearms on the part of our target group.

According to the recommendations, we suggest as follows:

1. There should be an improvement on recruiting
personnels of Police Department in the prevention-suppression

divisions by focusing on training and improving academic curricula



in police constable school in order to gain self-confidence while
heing on duty.

2. Welfare system of Police Organization should he in
consideration for standardized improvement and correction
urgently and reasonably in order to servive in the society as
other social individuals.

3. Relating to the security of patrol police, there
should be some supports of bullet—broof vests, firearms, and high
efficiency and modern communication radio in order %o create
morales on the part of persons on duty.

4. Academically speaking, other researches should be
redone with other different target groups, namely, police in
interrogation work, detection, scientific as well as
administration work in order to use the findings as comparisons
and as an approach of a study and benefit the body of further -
scientific knowledge. |

5. Further researches to be redone should include other
interesﬂing independent  variables, " nanely, characteristic,
personality, family based background, and basic emotion in order
to study and search for the roles of these variables in decision-

making in using firearms as well.
