ABSTRACT

The social, econoric and political situations in the
present world are ever changing, affecting the making of foreign
policy. - Under these circumstances, developing countries like
Thailand are freer in determining their directions and strategies.
These changes necessitate Thailand to reconsider its future
strategies. @~ The researcher, being an army officer, was
interested in the attitudes of its colleagues towards Thailand’s
decision in Jjoining the Non-aligned movement (NAM)D. The

obijectives of the study were 1) to know the impacts of Jjoining




the NaAM 2) +to study the history of the NAM 3)» to know +the
present role and the future trends of the NAM and 4) to study
factors affecting differences in the attitudes.

Data were collected from 146 army officers who enrolled
at School for Army Chief of Staff, Principle Curriculum 72, B.E.
9537. These officers, before attending the school, were stationed
throughout. the country. Therefore, they were capable to portray
a broad picture. Moreover, while attending the school, they also
had to take courses in foreign policy andrinternational relations.

The findings were :

Thailand’s decision in Jjoining the NAM should not affect
national security and cooperation from the United_ States of
America. Most respondents agreed that the decision was meant to
seek friendly nations which shared common economic interests.
Thailand should adapt herself to the repidly changing world
gsituation after the Cold War. Besides, it was found that +he
respondents® religion affected their attitudes towards the issue.
Those who were Muslim thousht that Thailand should have closed

her door and isolated herself under the present circumstances.
