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ABSTRACT

The objective of this independent study is to learn about
the attitudes of Thai businessmen towards the impacts of the
Economic Quadrangle upon the North, especially Chiang Mai.

Daté are collected from 100 businessmen in Chiang Mai
Muang. district by using questionnaires and from 20 personal
interviews. Various statistical techniques are used in the
analysis of data such as frequencies, percentage and chi-sgaure
at 0.05 significance.

The study finds that Thai Government should give full
suppqr‘t to the project of economic quadrangle, such as in ter'ms.
of giving low interest loans, promotion in communication and in
education. In addition, the Government should modernize
immigration law and its processes. Differences in political

systems are not the obstacles in operating the project.



The project will improve the economy of the northern
region of Thailand. A large percentage of the studied businessmen
want to participate the prgject.

As for the bad results towards Thailand, businessmen view
that there will be security problems along the Thai border as
well as.the problems of labor migration to cities, smuggle of
illegal goods, transfer of capital and technologies to China.
Moreover, tourist industry in Chiang Mai will decrease, most of
the tourists will visit China without staying in northern cities

of Thailand as in the past.
