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Abstract

The objectives of the study are :

1. to learn about the levels of knowledge,understanding and participation in
politics of middle class people who live in the upper northern provinces.

2. to learn about the effects of family , profession and mass media upon the
levels of political learning of the above mentioned group.

3. to learn about the group's political behaviors and their faith in democracy.

Field research techniques are used as the study's main research methodology to
gather data and information from selected 400 samples. Various statistical technique,
such as arithmatic means, standard deviations,percentage,chi-square and the analysis of

variance are used in the study's data assesment.

The study finds that a majority of the samples has high level of political
knowledge together with high level of interest in having political participation, in knowing
about political development and government's policies. In addition, it is also found that

differences in age, gender,level of education and profession have significant effects on



the level of political awareness. Testing the study’s hypotheses give the following
summatized results:

1. mobile telephone users in the upper northern provinces have good levels of
political knowledge in relative fo differences ih gender,profession ,levels of education and
of income.

2. family and peer group are not the main learning channels of the middle class
while mass media have significant effects especially in forms of television and radio
broad_casts and newspapers.

3. the studied middle class has positive faith and behaviors in democracy.

The study indicates that political learning is a life long process of which political
attitudes, values and behaviors can be transforms in accordance to the ever changing
environments. Therefore, the process of political socialization is a never ending

endeavor and is a crucial facfor in the creation of socially desirable citizens.
