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ABSTRACT

The objective of this independent study is to explain voting behavior in the
1995 Chiang Mai Municipality council election,

Questionnaires were registeral to 400 Municipality residents who voted in the
election. Both descriptive and inferential statistics were used in analyzing the data.

The study’s resulis show that the factors that are related to voting for Nawarat
Pattana group included the following :

1. Past performances, i.e.,Those who dissatisfied with Anantaphume group
past performances voted for Nawarat Pattana group.

2. Personal attribute factor ; The study found that gender and age groups
didn't show any relationship to voting behavior while occupation and leve! of education
shown the relationship.

3. Group favoritism ; The study found that the Nawarat Pattana group was the
most favorite groups. Favoritism toward group leader or it candidates wasn't a major
factor in voting behavior,

4. Attitudinal factor ; The study found that people satisfied with Nawarat

Pattana group policies more than other groups.
