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Abstract

The research entiled, "Voting Behavior of the 18 - 19 year-old
people in Muang District, Uttaradit Province," was designed to study
attitudes, behaviors, and other factors of the 18 - 19 year-old people
in making decisions in election. It also. included election campaign
media. The study was divided into two parts : documentary and field
researches. In analysing_ the data, statistical methods involve
percentage, Chi-Square test, standard deviation, analysis of variance,
hypothesis testing at 0.05 level of significance. It was found that:

1. Respondents who were studying at the university level

were more enthusiastic to take part in the electoral activities.



2. Female respondents were more enthusiastic to take part in the
electoral activities.

3. Aspects of voting behavior such as suggesting other people to
vote, soliciting other people to vote, and encountering the cash
hand—out, were different according to gerder and level of education of

the respondents.
