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ABSTRACT

This independent study is to study police officers’ attitudes and behaviors in
treating the offenders according to basic human rights and factors that load to such
abused.

The study employed both quantitative and qualitative research methods.
Quantitative data were collected using questionnaires distributed to 100 offenders and
200 police officers in the four police stations in Maung Chiang Mai district : Amphoe
- Maung, Mae Ping, Phuping Rajnivej and Chang Pueak. In addition, the researcher
cdnducted the interview of the four stations commanders.

Concerning the police officers, the study found that the factors that related to the
attitude about human rights are level of education and the officers' political activities such
as participating in the community or Tumbon Administrative Organization meeting. The
factors that refated to the offenders treatment are participating in legal advising and

social and cultural activities.



For the offenders, the study found that the factors related to human rights
attitudes are religion, ethnicity and leve! of education. The three factors also related to
the police officers treatment received.

On the part of commanding police officers, the study found that a large
percentage of this group views that offenders should be given basic human rights but
insufficient annual budget makes it difficult to improve the conditions of offenders.

The study's recommendations are:

1. Police officers should be encouraged to increase their participation in public

relation projects.

2. Commanding police officers should control, conduct and supervise the
execution of police duties to be in line with the basic principle of human rights
due to the proclaimation of the new constitution of 1997. The Thai public would
be more knowledgeable about human rights and if palice officers still ignore

the importance of human rights, problematic conflicts could be originated.
