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Abstract

The smdy enttled “The Legislative Oversights of the Executive in Tambon
Administrative Organization in Sung Men District, Phrae Province  is designed to accomplish
the three objectives as follows :

3. To know the obstacles to roles and efficiency of the legislative oversights of the
executive.

Sampling units taken from the members of Tambon Administrative Organizations
Assembly and the officials in the six Tambon Administrative Organization in Sung Men
Disiricis, Phrae Province totally are 153,



Research results seveal that most of the members of Tambon Administrative
Organizations have knowledge and snderstandinng in the roles and legisliative oversights of the
executive in Tambon Adminisitrative Orgamizations by using many detailed regulations,

-inquin'mg, and discussing about important factors. The resecarch results also reveal that the
members education has effect on the legislative oversights of the executive. The members
having more education can be better in oversights of the executive than those having less
education.

Most of the samples are satisfied with the rules and regulations of TAQOs about the
oversights of each other, the executive and the regislative. They think that it is effective and
practical. If the executive angd the regislative have equal power, they can effect on TAGs o
perform: duties most efficienty to people.

The main obsiacle making the legislative oversights of the executive ineffective is
patronage systern or the influence of the executive on the regislative. The regislative dare not
examine the executive fully. They have to live together in the villages and depend on each
other. That makes ﬁ:&e regislative oversights of the executive ineffective and vnserious.

The research results also find that although TAQ is a jurisic person that can
administer and govem ifself, it is sl necessary for other government units to support it
academy closely to help it perform duties effectively for the useful purpose of people in the
area of that TAQC.
