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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this independent study are to learn about attitudes of
government officials such as administrative officials, narcotic suppression and
prevention officials, police, state attorneys, judges, penitentiary officers on the
following topics :

1. to learn about governmeht measures in narcotics prevention and
suppression and in healing drug addicts.

2. to learn about concerning government officials’ aftitudes in Kampaeng
Phet towards the above measures.

3. to learn about the degrees of effectiveness of the measures.

4. to learn about the present problems and find the way to improve

efficiendy of the measures. Data and information are gathered from documents,

laws, measures, announcements including data from field study gathered from



interviews of the selected 23 samples which can be divided in to 7 groups of
concemed government officials.

The study finds that Thai narcotic laws are complete except the faw on
money {aundering. The main flaw is the effectiveness in faw execution due fo lack of
knowledge, complexity in case processing, lack of coordination, etc. In addition, the
main external factor is influential people from central and local Ie_ve!s.

fhe study recommends that efficiency in drug suppression is the key to the

effectiveness of government measures.
