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Abstract

This study is carrying three objectives. First is to analyse and follow up the result of poverty
solution in a part of village fund. Second is to analyse and find out the success and failure of village
fund management. The last objective is to propose and output the management of village fund strategy
to the fund committee. According to those objectives the hypothesis has been set up that “the village
fund causes a basement or root economy growing well”

As a methodology of this study, the researcher collected relevant information from reports,
journals, articles and researches as well as a field study. The researcher has interviewed five groups of
population in a village at Tambon Mueang Len, Amphoe Sansai of Chiang Mai Province by sampling.
The target groups are one hundred and seventy-five people and ten directed interviewees. The statistics

used for analysis are frequency, percentage, mean and standard deviation.

The findings were:
1. The out of poverty solution as part of village fund are:
1.1 The village fund helps those people to get various jobs. They earn more income as
well as basic needs in their families. Therefore, the community economy is getting well, finally.

1.2 The illegal loan has decreased and a sum has spread to all over villagers.



2. The factors of success or failure of the village fund are:
2.1 The committee, mostly, of the fund lack of experience of fund management.
However, the committee has coordinated with other villages in order to learn and exchange experiences.
2.2 Due to the varieties of job, this can be combined with outside market of the
community.
3. The suggestions and output strategies of village fund management to the committee are:
3.1 This kind of fund should make a connection with other funds in a village in order
to help each other to solve the poverty and community economy.
3.2 The strategies should be reviewed working process of the committee to find out the
strength, weakness, problems and difficulties of which can indicate the effectiveness and reliability of a
direction of village fund management.
3.3 The examination of village fund’s account should avoid from a way as private
sectors do. The process should be examined by society process, learning and solving problems between

each of village fund to return crisis to a new chance.
