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Abstract

The objectives of this research are: First, to learn about the situation of garbage and
garbage disposal of urban householders in the area of Petchabun municipality. Second is to evaluate
the knowledge of householders in separating solid waste. Third, to examine the role of
householders in the garbage disposal project. Fourth to learn the attitude and people toward this
campaign, Field data were collected by using questionnaires from 840 respondents in
Changphuek Patthana community, Nari Patthana community and Samakkhi Patthana community of
Petchabun Municipality. Data were analyzed by descriptive statistics for example frequency,
percentile, average, and standard deviation. The data were complied by average analytical
comparison and chi-square statistical test.

From the survey it was found that urban household and community disposed 20
kilograms of solid waste per day. Most of the household relied on the management even though
they were not satisfied with the service. People were well educated and knowledgable in separating
solid waste. Members in each household, neighborhoods and the community committee played
important roles in the disposal campaign. The campaign will be going on continuously. The
participation of the campaign project came from people persuasion. They participated in this project
without hesitation. However, there were some difficulties; the inappropriate use of the budget
meant that the project could not be successful.

Factors affecting the degree of householder’s cooperation in waste separation were
age, academic level, married status, income and period of residence in the community. These
factors related to each other statistically. Though most of the people had a good attitude toward the

garbage disposal campaign, they did not like the garbage management of the municipality. The



knowledge and understanding of people of the aim and necessity in separating garbage were
statistically related to people’s participation and the community committee was an important factor

in this campaign.
