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Abstract

The objectives of this research were: 1) to study the effectiveness of the
implementation of the drug suppression and prevention policy, 2) to study the problems and
obstacles in the policy, and 3) to suggest ways in the drug suppression and prevention.

A closed-ended questionnaire was used to collect data, by using convenience
sampling, from 400 officials of the National Police Bureau and the Local Administrative
Department, Ministry of Interior, in Mae Hong Son Province. Data analysis involved descriptive
statistics such as frequency, mean and percentage. The hypothesis was tested with the use of
ANOVA.

The findings were as follows:

1) In general, the respondents attitude towards the effectiveness of the policy
implementation was positive.

2) Gender, age and the attached organization affected the attitude.
