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ABSTRACT

This independent study ‘entitled,_ “Impact of Government Policy Adjustment in
Educational Loan Funds on Private Vocational Training Schools and Colleges in Mueang Chiang
Mai District”, is designed to be undertaken with the following objectives:

1. To study impact of govemrhent policy adjustment in educational loan funds;

2. To find out how student’s personal factors have correlation with the impact of

government policy adjustment in educational loan funds; and

3. To suggest solutions for improvement of government policy adjustment in

educational loan fund;s for further action.

The samplings for study are students in vocational training school level, from the first
through third year, who have been given such educational loan funds in private vocational schools
in Mueang Chiang Mai District. The instruments for data collection are questionnaires and the
obtained data are analyzed by means of the SPSS for Windows with emphasis on frequency,
percentage, mean, and standard deviation. Yet, significance is proved by means of the T-test and
F-test.

The study results revealed that with regard to the target group having been given such
loan funds, the students are of opinion that such adjustment.has impact on high level. Regarding
the educational loan funds allocation adjustment, they have opinion that it has impact on high

level. In view of tuition fees, they think it has impact on high level. Conceming the interest rate,



it is found that it has impact on high level. And in terms of debt return/loan funds consideration
and allocation, the students also think that it has impact on high level as well.

Personal factors regarding the gender do not have any relationship with degree of the
impact of government policy adjustment in educational loan funds in every aspect. Students’ age
has relationship with degree of the impact of' government policy adjustment in educational loan
funds in debt repay/loan funds consideration and allocation. Students’ schooling year has
relationship with the impact of government policy adjustment in educational loan funds in interest
rate and in debt repay/loan funds consideration and allocation. Students’ study field has
relationship with the impact of government policy adjustment in educational foan funds in all
aspects. Occupation of parents or guardians has the impact of government policy adjustment in
educational loan funds in all aspects. The monthly income of students’ family does not have any
relationship with the impact of government policy adjustment in educational loan funds in all
aspects. That the student used to reccive other scholarship funds does not have any relationship
with the impact of government policy adjustment in educational loan funds in all aspects. The
reason why the student decided to get loan from this scholarship fund instead of other scholarship
funds does not have any relationship with the impact of government policy adjustment in
educational loan funds in every aspect.

As for suggestions for improvement of the loan funds, it is found that the qualifications
of educational loan applicants should carefully be considered before granting such a loan. In
addition, the educational loan funds’ interest should be enumerated at lower rate or free of interest
charge in order to show that the government provides full financial support to national education,
Yet, the scholarship funds should extend the period of repayment longer in order to relieve the

debtors of repay burdens, especially those who just start working and building up the family.
