ABSTRACT

The study entitled “An Evaluation of the Water User’s Satisfaction: A Case
Study of Sinthukitpreecha Weir, Mae Taeng , Chiang Mai Province has the following objectives:
1) To know the satisfaction level of water users in Sinthukitpreecha Weir’s irrigation area, Mae
Taeng District, Chiang Mai Province in terms of water sufficiency, equality and fairness of
irrigation officers and Water Users Committee in water management and the reduction of water
dispute cases 2) To study the water users’ backgrounds in areas of education, main occupation,
income per year, and agricultural land holding and their relationship with the levels of water
users’ satisfaction 3) To propose the ways to fairly and stably manage the water. The results of
the study can be summarized as follows:

1. The water users’satisfaction in Sinthukitpreecha Weirs’ irrigation area, Mae
Taeng , Chiang Mai in terms of water sufficiency, fairness of irrigation officer’s water
management, the management by water Users Committees and the reduction of water dispute
cases is at the medium level.

2. There are some differences in the level of satisfaction between the lower and
the higher education groups. However, the satisfaction levels of both groups are at the medium
level.

3. Farmers are more satisfied with the way the water is managed than the
gardeners and those who have other occupations. However, their satisfaction is also at the

medium level.



4. The water users who have average annual income satisfy more than others
who can earn lower and higher in a year.

5. Farmers who have larger agricultural land holdings are more satisfied than
those with smaller land holdings. However, the satisfaction of both groups are also at the medium
level.

6. The differences in water users’ backgrounds in terms of education,
occupation, annual income and the agricultural land holdings do not produce differences in their

satisfaction levels.
