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ABSTRACT
The objectives of this research were 1) to study the people’s attitude towards
the role of women in local politics, 2) to compare the attitude towards the role of
women and men in local politics, and 3) to find relationship between respondents personal
characteristics and the attitude towards the role of women and men in local politics.
Data were collected from 319 respondents who were government officials,
Kamnan, village heads, assistant village heads, local politicians and the general public in

Thoeng District, Chaing Rai Province, by using a closed —ended questionnaire.

The findings were:

1) The respondents’ attitude towards the role of women in local politics was
positive

2) However, gender of the respondents affected their attitude. In local politics,
male respondents tended to favor men. By contrast, female respondents tended

to favor women.
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
