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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were 1) to study the respondents’ interest in the local
politics, 2) to study the Chiang Mai Municipality people’s attitude towards the direct mayoral
election, and 3) to study the relationship between personal characteristics and the attitude.

A questionnaire was used to collect data from 322 voters in Chiang Mai Municipality
area. Data analysis involved descriptive statistics.

The findings were:

1. Most respondents understood that the direct election of the mayor differed from the

past election.

2. The respondents’ age and occupation affected their attitude.
