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ABSTRACT

The objectives of the independent study entitled “The Implementation of the
Social Order Arrangement Policy: A Case Study of the Entertainment Business in
Mueang District, Chiang Mai Province” were to analyze Thai society problems which
occurred as a result of entertainment business implementation and to study impacts of

the implementation of the social order arrangement policy in Chiang Mai province.

The area of this study was limited in Mueang district, Chiang Mai province.
The population and sampling were 50 entertainment business entrepreneurs, 100
entertainment visitors and government officials which were divided into 2 groups: 5
persons from government officials, 12 persons from police officials of 4 Mueang district

police stations.

By using accidental sampling method, government officials were interviewed,
and entertainment business entrepreneurs and entertainment visitors participated in
data collecting procedure through questionnaires survey. The data obtained from
interview and questionnaire were analyzed and described by using statistics including:

frequencies; percentage; and Chi-square at the significance level of 0.05.



The findings of the study were:

1) An implementation of government officials were lack of strictness in
following the social order arrangement policy because they did not take legal action with
entertainment business entrepreneurs and customers who refused to comply with the
laws. Moreover, the officials’ extra income from entertainment business made officials
lack of strictness in following policy.

2) Most of entertainment business entrepreneurs did not believe whether the
social order arrangement policy would solve Mueang Chiang Mai problems. It was
because of social problems, nowadays, were very complicated. Therefore, an order
arrangement policy could not solve problem itself. The entertainment business
entrepreneurs believed that the issuance of Mueang Chiang Mai order arrangement
policy was not fairly met the target.

3) Entertainment business visitors believed that the law which concerning
with entertainment business was not well conceived and hardly put in force. In addition,
many government officials gained revenue from the entertainment businesses.

4) Social problems of entertainment business occurred because of legal
avoidance of entertainment business entrepreneurs. Those problems happened as a
result of unfairness implementation of government officials and also as a result of
obtaining attitude from western culture and refusal to comply with the laws of

entertainment business.
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
