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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were to study 1) the knowledge and the interest
in politics, 2) the channels in acquiring political information, and 3) the relationship
between the knowledge and the interest in politics and the level of acquiring political
information.

Data were collected from 400 employees of the LTEC Limited Company,
Lamphun Industrial Estate by using a closed-ended questionnaire. Statistical analysis
involved percentage and mean.

The findings were:

1. The respondents had high knowledge and understanding in politics.

However, their participation in politics was low.

2. Their channels of acquiring political information were firstly television,
followed by newspaper, radio, close acquaintances, colleagues, and
supervisors, respectively. The least channel was political weekly journal.

3. The respondents’ knowledge and interest were not related with the level of

acquiring political information.
