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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were 1) to study the police drug suppression
program, 2) to study problems and obstacles in the drug suppression program, and
3) to suggest ways to improve the program.

A questionnaire with closed - ended questions was used to collect
quantitative data from 200 police officers involved. Statistical analysis involved
frequency, percentage and mean.

The findings were:

1) Budget and equipment were inadequate in the drug suppression
program.

2) Manpower, characteristics of the terrain, job description, support from

superior, an cooperation from people and other agencies were not the problems.
