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ABSTRACT

The objective of the study titled “lllegal Immigrant Workers in Omkoi
District, Chiang Mai Province: Causes and Impacts was to study the factors
causing the illegal immigrant workers problems and the impacts of the illegal
immigrant workers problems. Since Omkoi is a place which is the borderline of
the country, there are a lot of the illegal immigrant workers here. The illegal
immigrant workers affected the stability, security, economics, society, politics, human
rights, as well as hygiene of the people living here. The researcher collected the
data from 195 randomly selected inhabitants of the Omkoi District, plus 20
illegal immigrant workers working here.

The results were that there were 6 factors facilitating the illegal workers
to immigrate in this town. They were the geography of the Omkoi District, the
behavior of the government officials in this town, law and statuette of foreign labors,
influence of the employers, the co-ordination of the habitants, and the agents for the
illegal immigrant workers, respectively. These affected Thai's stability, Thai’s society,
hygiene, human rights, politics, and the medium-ranged economics of Omkoi

inhabitants.
