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ABSTRACT

The objectives of the study titled “Knowledge and Understanding of the People
in Chiang Mai Province about the Implementation of Direct Sovereignty according to the
B.E.2540 Constitution” were to focus on studying the knowledge and understanding of
people and study the problems and obstacles affecting the implementation of direct
sovereignty according to the B.E. 2540 Constitution. The researcher collected the data from
386 randomly selected inhabitants of Chiang Mai Province.

The result was that the knowledge and understanding of people about the
implementation of direct sovereignty according to the B.E. 2540 Constitution was at high
level. As a detail, the knowledge and understanding of people about right in conserving
the natural resources and environment were highest as following people knew and
understood in their duties to conserve the natural resources with the government, had the
rights in getting information about operating the government’s projects which might have impact
on natural resources and environment, and proposing opinions about their local environment
quality.

Secondly, the knowledge and wunderstanding about right in protecting the
benefits of themselves or locals as following rights in conserving and restoring local
culture and wisdom, giving opinions impacted on their or local’s hygiene, and combining
to protect occupation group’s benefit. The next, the knowledge and understanding about
right in local government as following rights in the direct local council member election,

and grouping to remove the local council members or administrators who take a duty



illegally and the knowledge and understanding about national political rights as following
rights in resisting the illegal country polity, taking an objection to the illegal election, and
resisting the illegal sovereignty respectively.

Most problems and obstacles in people’s direct sovereignty implementation were the
difference in education, economic status, religion, social influence, and public relations from
government which were related to the hypothesis that people had the different knowledge
and understanding in the direct sovereignty implementation upon age, education,

occupation, habitat, and opportunity in pursuing or getting the political information.
