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ABSTRACT

The main objectives of this study were to examine the impact of implementing the
policy of the Village Fund towards People in Hod District, Chiang Mai Province, and to
explore the performance and problems and obstacles from the management and suitable
approaches in problem-solving. Data were collected through questionnaire from a sample
of 122 Village Fund Committees, 122 Village Fund Members who borrowed money from
the Fund for their occupation, and 61 Village Fund Members who did not borrow money
from the Fund for their occupation. Data was analyzed by means of descriptive statistics
including Percentage, Mean, Standard Deviation, and Inferential Statistics, and Pearson’s
Correlation Coefficient.

The study found that Village Fund Committee had abilities in managing Village
Funds at a high level when considering members management characteristics. The item that
had the highest mean was that the committee had an opportunity to express their opinions
equally. Most of the Members borrowed money from the Fund for their present work, the
loan was spent appropriately, and returned in due course. Regarding the impact of
performance towards people, the informants had an attitude at a medium level. In general,

it could be concluded that the policy of the Village Fund had a positive impact to on people



in Hod District, Chiang Mai Province. However, the informants contended that the Village
Fund was not adequate for the demand of the members. Although the Village Fund
performance had a positive impact to on people in Hod District, there were some problems
and obstacles. Suggestions and approaches were then proposed as follows:

1) Suggestions from the study:

- All of the Village Fund Committee members should have the meetings
regularly in order to understand their roles. Duties and responsibilities of the Committee
should be defined and assigned clearly.

- Related persons should arrange the exchanging and learning meetings among
the Committee in order to understand the management of the Village Fund; namely, practice
methods, the participation of members and the monitoring.

- Related organizations should provide more information in many aspects
continuously; for example, setting up the Village Fund Information Center, publicizing the
information and publishing periodicals.

2) Suggestions from the field work:

- The Village Fund Network and the Village Fund Network in sub-district
should play a role in supporting the management of the Village Fund; for instance, in
arranging the meetings and in keeping a financial account.

- Related organizations should perform their assigned duties to their greatest
extent. The Village Fund was the national policy, the performance supportive of the Fund
should not be any burden on any organizations.

- The government should support the Village Fund to have development plans
and upgrade the Village Fund to be the financial institution practically and continuously.

3) Suggestions for future studies:

- The result - based achievement of the Village Fund should be studied with
regard to the fact that it could solve the poverty problem.

- The result - based achievement of the Village Fund should be studied in

regard to the provision of community welfare which may or may not be successful.



- There should also be a study of the Village Fund performance in solving the

problem of non-system financial credit of people in the village.
