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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were to study (1) people’s participation in the
management of village fund and (2) problem in the management of village fund.

Quantitative data were obtained from distributing a close-ended questionnaire
to 400 people. Data analysis involved frequency, percentage, and mean.

The findings were:

1. The repondents’ participation in the management of village fund involved
planning, monitoring, and suggesting ways to manage the fund.

2. Problems concerning the village fund committee were its ability, time,
transparency, and coordination in the management.

3. Problems concerning the village fund members were their misuse of the
fund and communication in the remote areas.

4. Other problems were the lack of supervision from the officials, the small

amount of fund, and the lack of office equipment and management budget.
