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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were to study 1) the role of the local mass media in
reporting the local political news and 2) the people’s attitude towards the local politicians’ images
through the media.

Quantitative data were obtained from distributing a close-ended questionnaire to 390
people. Data analysis involved percentage and mean.

The findings were:

1. The media reported the works of the Municipality administrators in a positive
manner. Thereby, people had a positive attitude towards the politicians.

2. The media played most important role in reporting news, followed by continuous

and rapid reporting, providing knowledge, and reflecting the people’s opinions.
