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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were 1) to analyze the results of knowledge application from drug
suppression training to work performance of police officers under Phrae provincial police, 2) to assess
knowledge and understanding level of drug suppression from the training, 3) to analyze problems and
obstacles of acting according to measures successfully. The results of the study were as follows:

According to implementing the project of drug suppression knowledge development by using
computers, police officers under Phrae provincial police received knowledge and understanding at high
level of every aspect, particularly of frisk, car search and goods wagon search correctly. After the
training, it was found that the police officers were more able to use knowledge received to their drug
suppression performance. However, people still thought that the work performance of police officers
was at fairly good level.

With reference to problems and obstacles, they were as follows:

1) The officers who did not explain or inform the objectives of inspection searches to persons
being searched selected what to do, for example, they did not search every car and they spoke quite
impolitely.

2) The searches during rush hours caused people traffic congestions and time consuming

3) Tools and instruments for searches were old-fashioned.



In term of project running problems, they were as follows:

1) The trainees couldn’t apply the knowledge received from the training to practice in every
subject.

2) The trainees did not revise what they have learned from the training as they did the training
long time ago. As this result, they should receive a new training.

3) There was no public relations to inform people.
