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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this study were 1) to examine the readiness of the Village Community in
formulating Tambon Development Plan; 2) to analyze the personal characteristics of the Village
Community affecting the readiness in formulating Tambon Development Plan; 3) to explore the
problems and obstacles in formulating a Tambon Development Plan; and 4) to investigate the people’s
attitudes towards the Village Community in formulating a Tambon Development Plan.

The informants comprised 3 members of Tambon Development Plan Supporting Committee
who were interviewed as well as 98 Village Community members and 330 people in San Pa Tong
District who were surveyed through questionnaire. Data were analyzed by descriptive statistics
including frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation, and t-test with a statistical level of
significance 0.01.

The findings could be concluded as follows:

1. The readiness of the Village Community in formulating Tambon Development Plan was at
a medium level, considered from elements of the Village Community and their knowledge in
formulating Tambon Development Plan.

2. Personal characteristics of the Village Community; namely, sex, age, education,
occupation and local politics experience, did not affect the readiness of the Village Community in

formulating Tambon Development Plan.



3. In terms of problems and obstacles, the lack of knowledge regarding to Tambon
Development Plan formulation was a medium degree problem while the disagreement between the
members of Tambon Local Administrative Organization and Head of the Village was a slight degree
problem.

4. Suggestions for increasing the readiness of the Village Community were 1) to promote the
strength and the home loving mind of the Village Community; 2) to educate the Village Community
on Tambon Development Plan formulation continually; and 3) to study the readiness of the Village
Community nationwide in order to define the Village Community elements, policy formulation and

problemsolving in the Village Community.
