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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this study were 1) to analyze success in solving people’s
none institute loan according to the poverty elimination policy in Baan Ti district,
Lamphun province, 2) to survey problems and obstacles in solving people’s none
institute loan problems in the mentioned area, and 3) to explore the satisfaction of Baan
Ti people towards the operation in solving the specific problem in the specific area. Data
collection was completed through 81 Baan Ti people who faced with the none institute
loan troubles and had registered as the members in the project of solving people’s none
institute loan.

The studying results were summarized as follows.

1) The solution for people’s none institute loan according to the poverty
elimination policy at Baan Ti district, Lamphun was highly succeeded. The living
conditions of each household in Baan Ti district got better and the members were
confident and believe that they could pay for all existing debts.

2) Problems and obstacles found through the operational process in solving

people’s none institute loan were mentioned to the terms namely government officers



themselves, the cooperation between units, the negotiation for debt compromise with
capitalists/banks, the budget-equipments—tools and operation duration, in respectively.

3) In the over all view, people were highly satisfied with the operation in
solving the people’s none institute loan according to the poverty elimination policy in
Baan Ti district, Lamphun. The highest satisfaction was paid for the operation of officers
in processes of survey, verification, and allowing the community to certify people’s rights
to participate in this project. They, then, rated their satisfaction for the assistance of the
officers to initiate the debt compromise with creditors, and for the officers performance
in registering people joining in this project, in orderly.

In the meanwhile, the operational officers who were in charge of the project
agreeded that there were problems occured in the processes of cooperation between

related units and negotiation for debt compromise with bank and capitalists.
