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ABSTRACT

This study focused on (1) studying the citizen’s cooperation in planning municipal
development plan and setting the development scheme, (2) examining the allocation of annual
expenditure plan process based on the municipal development plan to serve the citizens’ needs,
and (3) investigating problems and obstacles of application for municipal development plan in
planning the annual expenditure based budget.

The subjects of this study were 400 citizens who live in Yang Noeng Municipality,
Sarapee District, Chiang Mai Province. They were randomly selected and the statistical analyses
used were frequency distribution, percentage, mean and standard deviation.

The results showed that as the allocation of annual expenditure plan processed, the
citizens’ cooperation was in the highest level with the municipal development plan. The citizens
expressed their ideas on the public stage. The sub-district leader and the village chief were the
citizens’ representatives in proposing the plans for the village projects to the municipal
executives, which should be mostly listed in the expenditure based budget as the municipal law.
Moreover, the municipality offered the citizens the opportunity to attend an assembly including
offering the aldermen the opportunity in discussion before the vote for the scheme. As the vote
also supported the planning for the municipal law in expenditure which was legally processed and
served the citizens’ needs. Furthermore, the citizens authorized by the municipality (sub-district
leader, the village chief, the community chairman, and the village community) monitored the
plans or the municipal projects, investigated the municipal administration, and acted as medium
in broadcasting the plans or the municipal projects to other citizens. Referring to the problems and

obstacles found, the aldermen were in the individual group or individual party. As a result, most



expenditure based on the budget, asked for approval by the administrators, was accepted. In
conclusion, the administrators played a more important role in asking for the budget approval

than the aldermen.
