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Abstract

This study was conducted to survey the relations between the community police and
the people who lived in Ban Kwae Toon village. Also, factors that enabled the community police
and the villagers to control the rising number of crimes were studied.

The target groups of this study were Ta Kwang District Governor and members of
Ta Kwang District Office (5 persons), district chiefs/village masters (5 persons), and related
officials (5 persons) totaling 15 participants altogether. The interview was conducted as a
Structural Interview.

The research showed that villagers of Ban Kwae Toon had volunteered as village
watchers to help the community police prevent crime in their community. This did help reduce
the number of crimes occurring in the village. The district chiefs and village masters were also
appointed as the local inspecting committee, the village security committee, and the Saraphi
narcotics liaison committee. Moreover, villagers volunteered as the community police’s assistants
in planning and proceeding crime prevention. This activity created trust between the people and
the community police and their participation was a success. In 2002, Ban Kwae Toon, Ta Kwang
was awared 2™ for Excellent Community Relations from the District 5 Police Department. At

present, the number of crimes in Ban Kwae Toon has lessen and the community is peaceful.



Therefore, the main factor is that the villagers have good participation in looking out for each
other in their community. Also, they received fast and proficient service from the community
police because whenever they reported any mishaps the police would arrive as soon as possible.
As a result, the people would develop faith and respect towards the constant work of the

community police.
