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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this study were 1) to explore the police’s problems and obstacles in
criminal prevention and suppression concerning life and property in Muang District, Chiang Mai
Province; and 2) to examine operation approaches for criminal prevention and suppression in
Muang District, Chiang Mai Province. Quantitative and qualitative study was conducted in this
study by employing interview schedule and questionnaire. Data were derived from 192 Criminal
Prevention and Suppression Police Officers and 4 Criminal Prevention and Suppression
Executive Police Officers in Muang Chiang Mai Police Station, Mae Ping Police Station, Puping
Rajnivet Police Station and Chang Phuak Police Station.

According to the police in Criminal Prevention and Suppression among 4 Police
Stations in Muang Chiang Mai District, there were problems and obstacles concerning criminal
prevention and suppression in supporting and providing welfare such as competency and skills,
allowance and transparency and corruption.

Additionally, due to the interview of Criminal Prevention and Suppression Executive
Police in all 4 Muang Chiang Mai Police Stations, the study showed that there were problems and
obstacles concerning administration and general services in provision of criminal justice and
safeguarding security of life and prosperity.

In terms of improvement approaches for more criminal prevention and suppression
efficiency, Criminal Prevention and Suppression Police and Criminal Prevention and Suppression
Executive Police suggested that a number of police officers should be increased appropriate to the
areas, adequate welfare should be provided, weapon application skills training and operation

practices should be arranged continually as well as public relations activities should be organized



together with prevention and suppression work in order to build network and cooperation with all

stakeholders, namely people, government organizations and private organizations.
