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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study, People’s Cooperation with Police Officers in Interrogating
Criminal Cases, Banthi District, Lamphun Province, were to (a) examine the level of people’s
cooperation in interrogating criminal cases, and (b) study problems and obstacles of people’s
cooperation in interrogating criminal cases. A questionnaire and interview were used in this
quantitative and qualitative study for data collection from 200 villagers, and 10 interrogating
officers and community leaders in Banthi district, Lamphun province. The results revealed that:

The level of people’s cooperation with police officers in interrogating criminal cases
was relatively low because most of them viewed that such cooperation was not a personal matter
or if they were involved, they might be affected by consequences of the case.

The factors affecting people’s cooperation with police officers in interrogating
criminal cases were that most of the people viewed that, for example, (a) police officers were
unfair and they abused their power, (b) they might be in danger if they cooperate with police
officers in a case, (c) the case might affect themselves, (d) they might not be well-treated by the
police, (e) and involving in a case might cause trouble, as warned by their relatives, friends, and
individuals.

Problems in people’s cooperation found during interrogation or criminal case process
were that most of the witnesses gave false information because they were afraid of unfair

treatments from police officers.
