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ABSTRACT

This independent study has 3 objectives:

1. To study and analyze the status, both de jure and de factor, of the Royal
Consort Princess Dararasmi;

2. To study and analyze the political, economic, and socio-cultural role of the
Royal Consort in Chiang Mai during A.D. 2457-2476

3. To study and analyze the status and role of the Royal Consort and her
activities in Chiang Mai.

This study employs a qualitative method, mainly based on the analysis of
data materials. The analysis adopts the centralization concept , modernization
concept, and assimilation concept. The findings reveal:

a. The Royal Consort was recognized and respected by Chiang Mai residents
and Siamese government officials, both as daughter of the Chiang Mai King and the
Royal Consort.

b. The Royal Consort was a very important person in assimilating the

Siamese and Chiang Mai cultures



c. In the modernization of Siam for the defense of the Kingdom against
colonial invasion, especially in Lanna region, the Royal Consort played an
instrumental role in representing the Chakri Dynasty and the Chiang Mai Palace and
in annexing Chiang Mai to be part of Siam.

d. The Royal Consort acted as both a representative of Siam and Chiang Mai
and improved her role in society from those representations, and thus her role became
more dominant as Siam dominated Lanna and local power was increasingly

decreased.
