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ABSTRACT

The study on “An Evaluation of the Quality of Research Works of the Institute for
Science and Technology Research and Development, Chiang Mai University” had two main
objectives which were 1) to examine and develop measures for evaluating the quality of research
works of the Institute for Science and Technology Research and Development, Chiang Mai
University; and 2) to explore problems and obstacles of evaluating the research works of the
Institute for Science and Technology Research and Development, Chiang Mai University. The
sampling population of this study was 84 project’s leaders and co-researchers in 50 projects that
were financially supported by the Institute for Science and Technology Research and Development,

Chiang Mai University in 2005-2007.

The methodology of this study was a constructed questionnaire collecting data from
84 project’s leaders and co-researchers. Data were analyzed by significant statistics which were
percentage, mean, standard deviation and Pearson Correlation Coefficient in testing for variable

correlation.



The results of the study could be divided into four aspects. Firstly, regarding the
context of the research, the findings generally indicated that the research project were required to
be explicit, practical, beneficial to a large number of people and in compliance with the
scholarship’s policy. Secondly, regarding input of the research, researchers were required to have
knowledge and experience in that field and have reliable advisors. In terms of scholarship, it
should be dependable and consistent. In addition, research instrument and process should not be
immoral and inhuman and the technology using in the research should be reliable. Thirdly, on the
subject of research process, the study revealed that the research projects had the process that was
not illegal or immoral. The information in the research was referenced explicitly and the research
test was in line with the standard. Finally, in the light of research product, it led to the study
expansion, innovative knowledge making, value creation to society, knowledge extension, and

research validity inspection such as peer review.
