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ABSTRACT

The study entitled “The Strength of Communitzation of Mae Khapeang Village, Saluang
Sub-District, Mae Rim District, Chiang Mai Province aimed to investigate the communitization
environment and factors supporting the strength of Mae Khapeang community in order to obtain
suggestions for strengthening Mae Khapeang community to be stable and sustainable; and to acquire
suggestions for community strengthening to other communities. This study was a qualitative research
collecting data from document and interview with associated people in Mae Khapeang community,
comprising of community leaders, community committee representatives and community members
who were representatives of each career group.

According to the study, it was found that Mae Khapeang community was the old
community conveying the culture of local fabric weaving and arranging the eco-tourism according to
the local wisdom that led to the community gathering and strengthening. Factors boosting the
community strengthening were quality personnel, especially the community leaders; the culture of
local Thai fabric weaving; and the support from the government organizations.

However, there were some problems obstructing the community’s security and sustainability
for instance, the decline of production culture due to the lack of new generation’s participation.
Nevertheless, as a whole, Mae Khapeang community was a strong community and well known by
people in general, the government organizations, and the private sector.

Additionally, the community’s strength and unity were the major factors leading to people’s

quality of life development and political development consequently. It appeared that the fabric



weaving group had the representative as a candidate for the local election and she won an election or
people in the community assembled themselves as a group so as to acquire support from the

government in many respects.
